NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
FOR THE YEARS ENDED DECEMBER 31, 2017

These notes form an integral part of the financial statements.

The financial statements issued for Thai statutory and regulatory reporting purposes are prepared
in the Thai language. These English language financial statements have been prepared from the Thai
language statutory financial statements, and were approved and authorised for issue by the Board of
Directors on 21 March 2018.

1. General information

Thai Listed Companies Association, the “Association” was founded on 11 February 1987 with 8
founding members and was then named “Listed and Authorized Companies Club”. Later on 28 April 1989,
the Association registered in the name of “Listed and Authorized Companies Association” and is a legal
entity under the Trade Association Act B.E. 2509. Subsequently, on 27 June 2007, the Association was
renamed as “Thai Listed Companies Association” which is a non-profit organisation.

The objectives of the Thai Listed Companies Association are providing a central platform for listed
company members to voice their concerns on new rules and regulations (i.e., new accounting standards
and other capital markets-related rules and regulations) and provide feedbacks to market regulators
(i.e., Securities and Exchange Commission, the Stock Exchange of Thailand) in order to protect the interests
of its members. In addition, the Association also strives to enhance competitiveness of its listed members
by creating an educating and networking environments to encourage exchange of knowledge and
information among its listed members in an effort to strengthen Thai capital markets.

2. Basis of preparation of the financial statements

The financial statements are prepared in accordance with Thai Financial Reporting Standard for
Non-publicly Accountable Entities (“TFRS for NPAEs”); and guidelines promulgated by the Federation of
Accounting Professions (“FAP”).

In addition, the Association has complied with Thai Financial Reporting Standard for Publicly
Accountable Entities (“TFRS for PAEs”) which is Thai Accounting Standard No. 7 (revised 2016) Statement
of Cash Flows.

As FAP has issued several new and revised TFRS for PAEs which are effective for financial statements
beginning on or after 1 January 2018 and have not been adopted in the preparation of these financial
statements. Those revised TFRS that are relevant to the Association’s operations is Thai Accounting
Standard No. 7 (revised 2017) Statement of Cash Flows. Management has made a preliminary assessment
of the potential initial impact on the Association’s financial statements of these revised TFRS and expects
that there will be no material impact on the financial statements in the period of initial application.
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The financial statements are prepared and presented in Thai Baht, rounded in the notes to the
financial statements to the nearest thousand Baht unless otherwise stated. They are prepared on the
historical cost basis except as stated in the accounting policies.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with TFRS for NPAEs requires management
to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of policies and reported

amounts of assets, liabilities, income and expenses. Actual results may differ from estimates.

Estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting
estimates are recognised in the period in which estimates are revised and in any future periods affected.

Information about significant areas of assumptions and estimation uncertainty in applying accounting
policies that have the most significant effect on the amount recognised in the financial statements is
included in note 6 to the financial statements is Long-term provisions for employee benefit.

3. Significant accounting policies

The accounting policies set out below have been applied consistently to all periods presented in
these financial statements.

(a) Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents in the statement of cash flows comprise cash balances, call deposits and
highly liquid short-term investments.

(b) Other accounts receivable
Other accounts receivable are stated at their invoice value less allowance for doubtful accounts.

The allowance for doubtful accounts is assessed primarily on analysis of payment histories and
future expectations of customer payments. Bad debts are written off when incurred.

Bad debts recovered are recognised in other income in the statement of income and expenses.
(c) Investments

Investments in debt securities

Debt securities that the Association has the positive intends and ability to hold to maturity are
classified as held-to-maturity investments. Held-to-maturity investments are stated at amortised cost less
losses on decline in value of investments. The difference between the acquisition cost and redemption

value of such debt securities is amortised using the effective interest rate method over the period to
maturity.
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Disposal of investments

On disposal of an investment, the difference between net disposal proceeds and the carrying
amount is recognised in the statement of income and expenses.

If the Association disposes of part of its holding of a particular investment, the deemed cost of the
part sold is determined using the weighted average method applied to the carrying value of the total
holding of the investment.

(d) Office equipment
Owned assets
Office equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and losses on decline in value.

Cost includes expenditure that is directly attributable to the acquisition of the asset, and other
costs directly attributable to bringing the assets to a working condition for their intended use, the costs of
dismantling and removing the items, restoring the site on which they are located.

When parts of an item of office equipment have different useful lives, they are accounted for as
separate items (major components) of office equipment.

Gains and losses on disposal of an item of office equipment are determined by comparing the
proceeds from disposal with the carrying amount of office equipment, and are recognised net within other
income in the statement of income and expenses.

Subsequent costs

The cost of replacing a part of an item of office equipment is recognised in the carrying amount
of the item if it is probable that the future economic benefits embodied within the part will flow to
the Association, and its cost can be measured reliably. The carrying amount of the replaced part is
derecognised. The costs of the day-to-day servicing of office equipment are recognised in the
statement of income and expenses as incurred.

Depreciation

Depreciation is calculated based on the depreciable amount, which is the cost of an asset, or other

amount substituted for cost, less its residual value.

Depreciation is charged to the statement of income and expenses on a straight line basis over the
estimated useful lives of each component of an item of office equipment. The estimated useful lives of
office equipment are 5 years.
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(e) Intangible assets

Computer software

Computer software is stated at cost less accumulated amortisation and losses on decline in value.

Amortisation

Amortisation is calculated over the cost of the asset less its residual value.

Amortisation is recognised in the statement of income and expenses on a straight line basis over the
estimated useful lives of intangible assets from the date that they are available for use, since this most
closely reflects the expected pattern of consumption of the future economic benefits embodied in the
asset. The estimated useful life of computer software is 5 years.

(f) Losses on decline in value

The carrying amounts of the Association’s assets are reviewed at each reporting date to determine
whether there is any indication of a permanent decline in value. If any such indication exists, the assets’
recoverable amounts are estimated. A loss on decline in value is recognised if the carrying amount of asset
exceeds its recoverable amount. The loss on decline in value is recognised in the statement of income and
expenses.

(¢) Other accounts payable

Other accounts payable are stated at cost.
(h) Unearned income

Unearned income is the amount represent in invoice billed to members, which exceed the revenue
recognition and the amount that received in advance from the project that the Associaion has not yet
started according to the condition which stated at cost.

(i) Provisions

A provision is recognised when the Association has a present legal or constructive obligation as a
result of a past event, and it is probable that an outflow of economic benefits will be required to settle
the obligation and a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation. Provisions are
determined by the best estimate method.

Employee benefits

Obligations for retired benefits and other long-term employee benefits are recognised using the
best estimate method at the reporting date.
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(i) Income

Seminar income, membership fee, subsidy from the Stock Exchange of Thailand, funding received,

registration fee for new member and advertising income are recognised in the statement of income and

expenses when the actual amount was received.

Interest income and other income

Interest and other income are recognised in the statement of income and expenses on the accrual

basis.

(k) Expenses

Operating lease payments

Payments made under operating leases are recognised in the statement of income and expenses on

a straight line basis over the term of the lease.

Contingent lease payments are accounted for by revising the minimum lease payments over the

remaining term of the lease when the lease adjustment is confirmed.

Other expenses

Other expenses are charged to the statement of income and expenses for the period in which they

are incurred.

(U Income tax expense

Current tax is calculated from the taxable income for the year, using tax rates enacted or

substantively enacted at the reporting date, the expected tax payable or receivable on the gross income

before deduction of any expenses, and any adjustment to tax payable in respect of previous years.

9. Income tax expense

may be, at the rates as follows:

specified in section 40 (1) to (7)
